MOTEK 2006 with More than 850 Exhibitors

Assembly technology, handling systems, robotics and industrial handling for manufacturing and logistics – the leading international trade fair, MOTEK, will present components, assemblies and complete solutions for factory automation from the 26th through the 29th of September, 2006.

The MOTEK international trade fair for handling and assembly technology is once again getting off to a good start in 2006, a key year for automation trade fairs! With 844 exhibiting companies at the moment, the “original” handling and assembly trade fair is setting previously unequalled standards and will occupy the entire Sinsheim Exhibition Centre with roughly 485,000 square feet of overall exhibition floor space for the last time. According to MOTEK project manager Rainer Bachert, all 6 pavilions, as well as lightweight pavilion 7 which will be set up additionally for the event, are already fully occupied and booth floor planning has been completed. Unfortunately, it has once again been impossible to accommodate all of the exhibitors’ desires with regard to participation in general, and larger booths. Private trade fair promoter P. E. Schall GmbH regrets this situation, but is now able to see light at the end of the tunnel for return as well as first-time exhibitors as a result of the planned relocation to Stuttgart in 2007.

25 Years of MOTEK – a 25 Year Long Upward Trend

The event’s continuous upward trend – from the initial event in Sindelfingen through many years of growth in Sinsheim, right on up to relocation to Stuttgart – also includes steadily increasing internationalism amongst manufacturers/exhibitors, as well as expert visitors. Each and every year, MOTEK is deemed “the industry event” by manufacturers and suppliers from all over the world, which is also convincingly documented by the fact that all of the market leaders in the field of handling and assembly technology, as well as components and equipment, participate at the event. Beyond this, international innovations are traditionally unveiled at MOTEK for the first time, which can also be interpreted as an expression of the esteem enjoyed by the event and its decision-making expert visitors. Well over 15% of all exhibitors (manufacturers!) come from industrial nations both near and far including Switzerland, France, Italy, Austria, Great Britain with Northern Ireland, Belgium, the Netherlands, Taiwan and Japan. In combination with large numbers of German Exhibitors, they represent the current state of internationally available handling and assembly technology.

Intensified Internationalism for Both Supply and Demand

This figure does not take manufacturing co-exhibitors and additionally represented companies into consideration, which push the total of participating manufacturers from outside of Germany up to more than 20%. A less momentous but nevertheless respectable and fully verifiable share of the event’s expert visitors, amounting to 15%, comes from outside of Germany as well, and attend the trade fair at the Sinsheim Exhibition Centre year after year. And in this respect as well, private trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall is looking forward to the near future, because at the new venue in Stuttgart entirely different conditions prevail with regard to infrastructure for international travel connections, which will further promote internationalism. But Paul E. Schall also stresses the fact that “one way or the other, the action is at the heart of Europe, in particular in southern Germany, because great numbers of large volume users as well as numerous market leaders in the fields of handling, assembly and automation technology are at home here”. And this results in a magnetic attraction which no supplier can escape in the long run.
