MOTEK International Trade Fair for Assembly, Handling and Automation Technology plus BONDexpo Trade Fair for Industrial Bonding Technologies in a Festive Mood

The uncontested “mother of all automation trade fairs” will celebrate an anniversary which is highly unusual for the fast-paced trade fair industry in the year 2011, namely the MOTEK international trade fair for assembly, handling and automation technology. Successfully promoting a technical trade fair 30 times covering the same topic over a long period of more than 30 years is anything but commonplace! But MOTEK has indeed evolved from extremely small beginnings into the undisputed leading world trade fair for all issues involving production automation, above all thanks to its clear-cut concept and the consistent alignment of a nomenclature which has been carefully adapted over the years. No other similarly positioned trade fair unites components for the production of fixtures, assemblies and special machinery, as well as modules and subsystems, right on up to complete solutions in the form of production cells and equipment – and all of this with globally unparalleled variety and completeness of available international offerings, for which reason MOTEK has earned its reputation as a leading world trade fair.

30 Years, 30 Trade Fairs, 30 Countries

Exhibitors and expert visitors from 30 (?) countries throughout the industrialised world, and to an ever greater extent from the newly industrialized nations, see the annually held MOTEK as “their” platform for targeted information and direct communication. And thus it’s no wonder that 600 exhibitors have already registered for participation at the beginning of 2011 – eight months before the event opens its doors. As compared with MOTEK 2010 which occupied 310,000 square feet of net exhibition floor space, roughly 270,000 square feet have already been booked for 2011. Due to the fact that halls 1, 3, 5, 7 and 9 at the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre have been earmarked for the event, offering 645,000 square feet of overall exhibition floor space, availability is slowly but surely becoming scarce, assuming a total of roughly 1000 exhibitors who are expected to participate at MOTEK’s 30th birthday BONDexpo’s 5th birthday.

Growth in the Fields of Screwing Technology, Robot Systems and Assembly Equipment

The great importance of MOTEK at both the national and international levels, which continues to grow, is made apparent by the fact that more and more robot manufacturers are deciding in favour of “active” participation, whereas they were above all represented by system suppliers with specific robot-aided application solutions in the past. Similar growth is being experienced by manufacturers of screwing technology, for which reason companies from this innovative sector, including all of the market leaders, will march out in full strength to present their offerings at the 30th MOTEK. After all, manufacturers of modular assembly cells and assembly equipment also recognise the fact that national and international visitors to MOTEK fit precisely into their target groups as well. In many cases, this in turn leads to allocating appropriate attention to this clientele and participating at the world’s leading trade fair for production and assembly automation, as well as industrial handling and material flow.
The Complementary BONDexpo Trade Fair

Because the expert visitors, i.e. customers and users, are becoming more and more interested in process solutions, and as a result all relevant process modules as well, the process sequence for assembly technology goes full circle in conjunction with BONDexpo, which will be held concurrent to MOTEK. Many suppliers of industrial bonding technology see things in the same light, for which reason significant growth is taking place here as well. Amongst other things, this also finds expression in the fact that more floor space has already been booked for the 5th BONDexpo than was the case for BONDexpo 2010 (currently plus 6%), and there are still several months to go before the trade fair for industrial bonding technology opens its doors. Dosing technology is represented to a greater extent than ever in this respect, which can be seen as a link to MOTEK’s portfolio because reproducibly, accurately dosed volumes of adhesives, as well as insulating, foam and encapsulation materials, are applied, at least in part, by gantry handling units and robot systems. Lively demand in this area can indeed be explained by the fact that increased efficiency not least of all has to do with sparing use of materials and reduced materials consumption as an essential element of conservation of natural resources.

The Schall Group of Companies 

Trade fair promoter P.E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG organises six different public exhibitions in Germany and 20 technical trade fairs at the international level. Motek (handling technology), Control (quality assurance), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are the world’s leading events in their respective industries. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered number two throughout the world. Trade fairs held at the new Stuttgart Exhibition Centre including Motek, Control and Blechexpo, occupied roughly 1,990,000 square feet of floor space in a total of 15 halls in 2009. Approximately 3000 companies exhibited their products and services on 12 trade fair days. 75,000 international guests visited the trade fair halls in Stuttgart during this time. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
